Video Tape Requests for College and Summer Intensive Applicants

Please take the following steps before booking a video session with COCA’s videographer, Tracy Dupre.
1. It is the applicant’s responsibility to schedule private rehearsal sessions with COCA faculty members BEFORE you schedule a video session.  Faculty members reserve the right to decline if an applicant does not give ample notice. 

-Bring the video requirements as posted on the school’s/intensive’s website so that instructors can choreograph accordingly.
2. Once an applicant has all of the required choreography set and music prepared, he/she may then contact Tracy Dupre to schedule a private video taping session.


-Bring the video requirements as posted on the school’s/intensive’s website

so the material on your video can be edited in the most professional and organized way.  (Schools and intensives like an applicant that follows their specific directions.)
-Bring any music required for the taping session along with all necessary choreography.
3. Video taping sessions are NO LONGER than 1 hour in length.  BE PREPARED AND ON TIME!
-Applicants must be warmed-up and dressed by the scheduled start time for the session.

-Bring any additional dance attire needed for the shoot.
4. Applicants can receive their edited video one week from the date of the video session.

5.
 If the applicant is a Pre-Professional student, the cost of the video is $37.50.  Otherwise, video cost is $75 per video.
-This fee includes the video session, editing, and cost of videographer materials.

6. All applicants will be charged additional fees as needed if:

-the applicant must schedule more than one video session or the video session lasts longer than 1 hour.

-the applicant must put a rush on the completed version of the video ($25.00).  See #4.
-the applicant will need additional DVD’s ($10.00 per copy). 
-the videographer must assist in the re-creation of any choreography ($25.00).
