In 2008-09, the COCA Board and Staff recommitted itself to COCA’s core values and completed
a nine-month strategic review process.

We are grateful to our fine faculty and staff whose work allows us
to attract and retain a diverse group of students.

Many corporations, foundations and individuals supported our work in our Community and
Schools Division making it possible for COCA to go outside its walls on Trinity Avenue to serve
a wide array of schools throughout the community. One of those programs, Interchange,
supported by The Ford Foundation, enabled COCA to engage with 35 other St. Louis arts and
culture organizations and to use the arts as a powerful tool for engagement and learning.
Interchange has also given COCA an opportunity for institutional growth and development as
it engaged and learned from a group of eight national partners from across the country.

There is much more that we could reflect upon, but above all, we want to thank you, our
supporters, for your help in making COCA an exciting place where people from all walks of
life can learn and discover themselves and others through the arts.
