Drag origins can be traced back to ancient civilizations, where cross-dressing and gender-bending were prevalent
in various cultural and religious practices. In ancient Greek theater, men often played female characters, as women
were prohibited from theatrical performances. This tradition continued throughout history, reaching Shakespearean
plays and the British pantomime tradition.

In the modern era, drag has become a popular form of entertainment and art, with drag shows and drag queens
becoming a staple of the LGBTQ+ culture. It is now seen as a form of self-expression that celebrates gender diversity
and challenges traditional ideas of gender norms.

Drag is a multifaceted art form that encompasses a range of skills. Drag queens and kings spend countless hours
perfecting their makeup, honing their dance moves, and creating stunning outfits. Their performances often
incorporate comedy, drama, and social commentary elements, showcasing their versatility as performers.
